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Prime Minister Goria of
Italy Visits Kennedy
Library During First
Official U.S. Visit
Spring

Giovanni Goria concluded his
first official visit to the United
States this December with a
luncheon in his honor hosted
by Senator Edward M.
Kennedy at the Library.

During his six-day trip to the
United States, Prime Minister
Goria met with President Rea-
gan and the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee in
Washington, D.C. He later trav-
eled o New York, where he
visited the United Nations and
the New York Stock Exchange
before concluding his trip in
Boston.

More than 200 people
attended the Kennedy Library
luncheon honoring Prime
Minister Goria. Prime Minister
Goria and Senator Kennedy
exchanged gifts in the Library
lobby before photographs of
President John F Kennedy.

Speaking through an inter-
preter, Prime Minister Goria
said in presenting his gift, "My
emotional standpoint is greart,
I was 17 years old when Presi-
dent Kennedy was elected. [
was 20 when he was Killed.

“1 still carry with me all that
he represented and desired wo
do—to learn and to look
forward—which is a commit-
ment of all those who follow
in his footsteps.”’

Prime Minister Goria then
presented Senator Kennedy
with a silver box engraved
with an image of Rome’s Chigi
Palace, the Prime Minister’s
official residence.

In presenting his gift, a bust
of President Kennedy, Senator
Kennedy praised the strong
alliance between the govern-
ments of the United States and
Italy.

“Owr alliance is not only
because of the shared values
our countries have,'" said Sena-
tor Kennedy, “but because we
both are continuing (to work)
for justice, progress and peace
in the Western world.”

Prior to the luncheon, Prime
Minister Goria and Senator
Kennedy met privateiy for an

hour to discuss a wide range of

international issues,

Prime Minister Goria, who
took office last July, is the
voungest leader of a
democratic republic in the
West.

He is one of several distin-
guished national and interna-
tional figures who recently
have taken part in special
events at the Kennedy Library.

Others include Philippine
President Corazon Aquing,
President of the Portuguese
Republic Mario A. Soares,
Pulitzer Prize-winning author
J. Anthony Lukas, celebrated
Kennedy Library architect Dr.
1. M. Pei, feminist author Betty
Friedan, former New York
Congresswoman Bella Abzug,
Massachusetts Congressman
Barney Frank, and Themba
Vilakazi of the African
National Congress.
