She praised Senator Mitchell for
his patience and negotiating skills
and said he had “perdfonmed a bril
liant and indispensable service 1o
the cause of peace.”

This was the first time a Profile in
Conrage Avward had been presented
o someone who was not an
American citizen. The Award is
named for President Kennedy's
boolk, Profifes in Corerage, and s
given annually to an elected official
whir has withstood strong opposi-

tion to follow a course of action.

ter of fine literary publishing,
has announced a 530,000 arant 1o
help undersrite the celebration of
the Ernest Hemingway Centennial,

“This is a magnificent, timely

commitment,” said Charles UL Daly,
director of the Kennedy Library
Foundation, “Houghton Mifflin has
a record of thoughtful invalvement
with important issues and projects,
and we are grateful that they were
willing to join in making certain

that the Hemingway Centennial is
a success.”

The grant was reccived as part of
the Library Founcdation's 510 million
campaign, which seeks private
funding 1o strengthen the Library's
education, community cutreach and
research programs. The campaign
rotal, not including the funds raised
from the annuaal May Dinners, has
reached the $7.5 million level.

Howghton Miftlin is one of the
