John Zweilfel, the model's creator,

Christmas tree in the Blue Room,
giving visitors o the Library during

December a special treat. One visi-
tor was heard saving that if she
could not see Washington ar
Christmas, “seeing the White House
model was the next best thing!”

The White House Exhibition has
also provided a “behind the scenes”
look for school children, Over 4,000
students grades 1 through 12 have
“toured the White House” since its
opening. The model has been a hit,
especially for teachers anxious 1o
bring history to life. The story of
Abraham Lincoln and the
Emancipation Proclamation is much
more interesting to hear when a
teacher can point to the room where
the document was signed in 1863!

Interest in the model has also
been sparked by the new residents
ol 1600 Pennsylvania Avenue, Mr
Zweifel hopes o keep a close eye
on any changes President and Mrs.
