John F. Kennedy for seven-

teen years and has been
museum curator of the Kennedy
Libwary for the past thirty vears, has
announced his retirement.

Mr, Powers, a native of
Charlestown, Massachusetts, was
associated with President Kennedy in
every political campaign from his
fivst congressional contest in 1946

through the 1960 presidential elec

ticon, Upon assuming the presidency,

John Kennedy appointed him special
gssistant o the president. Mr,
Povwers was with President Kennedy
on that tragic day in Dallas, as he
had been on historic trips to Ireland,
France, Germany, Italy and South
America. His affability, wit and
humor, coupled with sound political
knowledge, were atributes which
endeared him to the President.
Dxve Powers has been closely
involved in every aspect of the
John F. Kennedy Library and
Museum [rom 1964 when Robert
Kennedy asked him to begin col-
lecting the memorabilia, through
the opening at Columbia Point in
1979 and the rededication of the
new museum in 1993, His guiding

spirit will be greatly missed.
